Policy on Team Selection – Use of Availability Lists

Please enter your name and contact details on the Availability List if you want to be considered for selection for that team, then tick the relevant date columns alongside your name to indicate the league matches in which you will be available to play. 


Please note that Captains are obliged to select the team which is, in his/her view, most likely to get the best result for the Club on the day, but they have a duty to select from the names ticked on the list before approaching other players. 
If your name is one of 4 (or fewer) listed as available for a match, you will be selected; but if your name is not listed as available for a match, you will only be considered for selection if there are not enough players available for that match. 
Also note that dates may change due to postponements, so the lists will need to be kept up-to-date. 
Seven days notice of selection will be given, and a match fee of £2 is requested on the day.
