First Tournament of the Season

An American Tournament will be held on the afternoon of Sunday 1st April. Dust your racket off and join in. First service – 2.00pm. There will not be any charge for participation in the tournament but contributions of food for afternoon tea would be gratefully received.

Wimbledon Ticket Draw + American Tournament

The Club has applied to the LTA for tickets to this year’s Wimbledon Championships. We expect to receive 11 pairs of tickets and the Committee plans to arrange a draw using the same format as last year.

The draw will be held at 4.30pm on Sunday 13 May 2007 in the Clubhouse. There will be an American Tournament on the same afternoon. The full Regulations for the draw will be posted on the Noticeboard in the Clubhouse together with a Registration List for those wishing to enter the draw. Please note that names must be entered on the Registration List before entries close at 12.00pm on Saturday 12 May. The list will close at this time to allow the draw organisers to check that those entering the draw have paid their subscriptions and to allow time to prepare for the draw itself. The key points, if you wish to enter the draw are:

1. Add your name to the Registration List on the main noticeboard before 12.00pm on Saturday 12 May 2007. The draw will be closed to new entries after this time.

2. Make sure that you have paid your subscription for 2007/2008.

3. Attend the draw in person, or appoint someone to act on your behalf and select tickets for you, if your name is drawn. (This is to ensure that decisions are made on the day. The Committee regrets that if the person whose name is drawn is not present, or not represented at the draw by someone who can choose tickets on their behalf, no ticket allocation will be made and they will be excluded from the draw.)

4. All individual Members over the age of 18 on 1 January 2007, whose subscription includes the LTA Affiliation Fee at the Adult Rate of £7.50 are eligible to enter the draw.

5. After a Member who is part of a recognised “couple” draws a pair of tickets, their “partner” will be subsequently barred from the draw. (The intention of this rule is to spread the tickets as widely as possible and not concentrate the allocation of tickets to any one “couple”)

Be prepared to pay for tickets on the day of the draw. Tickets will not be handed over until payment is received.

Wimbledon Bash

The WIMBLEDON BASH will take place on 16 June 2007 at 7.30pm.

Tickets will be on sale from Di Blatchford from 16thMay.
