PEG-BOARD  RULES

Objectives

These rules are intended to assist with selection of players during club sessions on Thursday evenings and Sunday afternoons.

The club sessions, as well as being a focal point when members meet to enjoy the game of tennis, should also provide the opportunity for those players of different abilities to play together.

If properly used, the peg-board system will give suitable mixing-in in a fair manner, as long as common sense is applied.

Equipment

· There is a set of pegs, each of which shows the name of a playing member, plus some spare pegs for new members and omissions.

· The peg-board shows numbered positions to take the pegs, separated into courts and a waiting area.

Instructions

· If a court is out-of-use, then this should be shown as such on the peg-board.

· The first player to arrive should ensure that the peg-board is cleared, before placing his own peg in the first position in the first usable court area.

· As each player arrives he should ensure that his peg is placed on the board behind the previous player’s peg, but not in an area deemed out-of-use.

· As soon as four players have arrived, they play until one pair has won five games, but not for longer than twenty minutes if others are waiting to play.

· When a match has finished, the winning pair should then place their pegs behind the last peg in the queue, and the losing pair place their pegs behind these.

· The player whose peg is first in the queue then chooses four players out of the next six (he must choose himself) to play on the empty court, while attempting to maintain a reasonable balance in playing strength between the two pairs.

· These players’ pegs should then be moved up the board into the newly available court positions, and the remaining pegs moved up the waiting area, to close the gaps, while keeping the respective positions in the queue.

· If a match is completed when less than two members are waiting to play, and another match is in progress which is due to finish soon, then players should wait to mix in.

· When a player leaves this club session, his peg should be removed from the board.
